REMOTE CONTROL UNIT 

STEP 1: There is a transparent slip on the bottom of the Remote Control.

STEP 2: Take out the transparent slip to activate the Remote Control.

STEP 3: To change the battery, slide the cover plate off by pushing the small black 
area to the right direction. Pull out the old battery and replace it with new AAA, 
identical batteries.

STEP 4:  Remove the battery after the holiday season to avoid damage of the remote 
control unit. Install a new battery into the remote control unit at the beginning of the 
next holiday season.

STEP-BY-STEP ASSEMBLY

STEP 1: Position the tree base/trunk upright on a flat surface. Make sure the electrical 
connectors are visible and easy to access. Do not connect power yet.  

 
STEP 2: Place all 8 branches on the ground and locate the electrical connector on each 
one. Keep the branches fairly compact for now to make assembly easier.  

 
STEP 3: For each branch, first connect the electrical connector. Then slide the branch 
over the metal sleeve on the trunk.  

 
STEP 4: Align the bolt holes, then use the included hardware and hex wrench to lock 
the branch into place. Repeat for all branches. Make sure each branch is secure before 
moving on.  

 
STEP 5: Once all branches are attached, gently spread and arrange them until the tree 
looks full and balanced.  

STEP 6: After the tree is fully assembled and in its final position, connect the power and 
turn it on. Then use the included remote to choose your color and light function.  

 
Optional permanent installation 
This tree is self-supporting for temporary use, but it also includes concrete anchors for 
mounting to a patio or concrete pad for a more permanent display.

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REMOTE CONTROL OPERATION 

STEP 1: Remove the Remote Control from it’s packaging.

STEP 2: Use the Remote Control to reset the RGBWW light:
•	 Press the “OFF” button once.
•	 Press the “ON” button once.
•	 Press the “Steady” button once.

STEP 3: Now the Remote Control is cleared and ready to accept new options.
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Trouble Shooting Tips

1.	 My lights are stuck on one color and won’t change. 
	 Press the “Steady” button on your remote to perform a quick reset. This will return the lights to a solid 
color setting. From there, you may select your preferred color or lighting theme.

2.	 My “Multi” setting shows several of the same color next to each other 
	 The “Multi” setting is designed to create a natural, randomly mixed color display rather than a fixed 
pattern. To adjust the look, continue pressing the “Multi” button on your remote to cycle through different 
variations until you find a pattern you like.

3.	 Why are other radio-frequency devices reacting to this remote? 
	 The Dynamic RGBWW remote uses radio frequency (RF) technology to communicate with the control 
box, with an operating range of up to 50 feet. Because RF signals can overlap, other nearby RF devices 
may occasionally respond as well. To minimize interference, stand closer to your control box when using the 
remote to ensure the signal correctly communicates with your lights rather than other devices.

1.	 Product is intended for indoor and outdoor use.
2.	 Do not mount or place the product near gas or electric heaters, fireplaces, candles, or other similar sources.
3.	 Do not use product outdoors in case of extreme weather conditions.
